Councilman Swanson and supervisor Denault will review the change orders. M/S/C(CK/DG) accept law enforcement report. Carried. M/S/C(DG/AV) accept Supervisor’s report. Carried. M/S/C(DB/AV) accept 2019 Preliminary budget. RC: all ayes. Recommended 5% wage increase for all city employees. M/S/C(CK/DG) accept the employee wage increases. RC: all ayes.  Auditor Matheson plans on retiring Feb. 1, 2019. Councilman Knoblauch recommended Roberta Huntley take over the position Oct. 1, 2018 and train for the Auditor position. M/S/C(DG/AV) Deputy Auditor Huntley move into the Auditor’s position. Carried. Committee recommended increasing the starting hourly wage for Public Works Main. II position to $14.25. M/S/C(DG/AV) accept $14.25 for PWks Main. II starting wage. RC: all ayes. Junk autos and junk yards-numerous calls have been received at the office-why isn’t anything being done? Vehicles not serviceable, not licensed or not moved after 30 days are junk autos. Start ticketing for junk autos and junk yards. AE2S and the Council discussed GF Trail Water District (GFTWD) previously proposing to the City to hook into a water line they are going to run a few miles east of Larimore. M/S/C(CK/AV) moved to get Larimore on the list and get it on the November election by presenting it to the ND State Water Commission for consideration to hook up to the rural water line for supplemental water use and for future use on the contingency the city would receive a 75% grant from the ND State Water Commission to help pay for the water line.RC: AV,DB,CK ayes, DG,SC,RN nays. Mayor Elfman voted nay to break the tie. Defeated. The stop signs on Barrett Ave. were discussed again. M/S/C(RS/SC) moved to remove the 4 stop signs on Barrett Ave. for the north/south traffic.
