M/S/C(DG/AV) accept recommendation of Melissa Lehman for election inspector. Carried. M/S/C(DG/RS) accept the consent agenda as presented. Carried. This is for work 
done as of 8/22/2018 for Master Lift Station Project. M/S/C(AV/DG) approve payment of $103,803.88 to AGC. Roll Call: all yeas. Neil Breidenbach – Grand Forks Trail Water Dist. (GFTWD) The possibility of a water line being brought to Larimore from the east was revisited. GFTWD is installing a water line, running to the north, approximately 5 miles east of Larimore. A grant from ND State Water Commission for 75% of the cost to run the line to Larimore may be possible. The Council would have to take the proposal to the public for a vote for approval to connect to the GFTWD line. M/S/C(CK/AV) moved to rescind their motions ‘to get Larimore on the list and get it on the November election by presenting it to the ND State Water Commission for consideration to hook up to the rural water line for supplemental water use and for future use on the contingency the city would receive a 75% grant from the ND State Water Commission to help pay for the water line’ that resulted in a no vote for the GFTWD water line at the August meeting. Roll call: all yeas. M/S/C(AV/CK) moved to go to the city residents for a vote to approve the water line and to the state for the 75% grant funding. Line would need a yes vote from the city residents and based on the contingency that the city would receive the 75% grant. Roll call: all yeas. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]AE2S reported on the master lift station project. Change order #3 for $3818.00 presented. The sewer force main was assumed to be 6,”  when excavating for the bypass contractor found it was 8” line where the bypass was to be located. Contractor had to reorder 6” parts. Swanson Excavating stated it was 6” about 10’-12’ feet away from where they dug, could it be moved over? M/S/C(SC/RS) approved change order #3 only if it needs to be done and the sewer bypass cannot be moved. Carried. Deputy Blake Buchmeier presented the August 2018 monthly law enforcement report. M/S/C(DG/AV) accept law enforcement report. Carried. Supervisor Denault reported on estimates to clean the clear well and water tower.  M/S/C(RS/DB) moved to accept LiquiVision’s estimate for both facilities of $ 3875.00 for cleaning and inspection with diver. Carried. They have done this work for the city in the past and are familiar with our system. M/S/C(DG/CK) accept Supervisor’s report. Carried. M/S/C(DG/AV) accept letter of resignation for Auditor Matheson on retiring Feb. 1, 2019. Carried. Resolution for continued agreement between the City and the Museum board regarding maintenance costs, utilities, and insurance. M/S/C (DG/SC) approve resolution with address correction. Carried. Attorney Quinn working on restructuring the City’s Home Rule Charter. Draft of the amended charter and the changes needing Council’s input were presented. M/S/C(DB/AV) moved to propose an additional 1% gross sales and use tax to be designated for infrastructure; 3-16-02, also to include all the verbiage that would be listed on a ballot for special election. Additional 1% sales tax would expire in 30 years and the tax exceed limit would be doubled from $25.00 to $50.00, 3-16-04. Roll call: all yeas.
